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OUR SCHOOL
    We are a small school close to the city of Murcia (South-Eastern Spain) but located in a rural area.  We have Enfant and Primary education (pupils from 3 to 12 years old) with an average of 10 pupils per class. 
  The school is equipped with two separate buildings for the different educational stages, a gymnasium and another new building for the school cafeteria. We also have a language classroom and a multi-media, fully equipped class for different activities.
  Our educational community is composed by different pupils’ profiles. Some of the families come from a medium-low cultural and economical class living in the surroundings of the school; another group of our pupils come from a residential development, quite close to our centre. This type of students comes from a medium-high economic and cultural class. The 90% of our students come from Spanish families and the rest of our community is Moroccan. Some of these Spanish families also have German and French ascendency.

  Currently we are involved in some European projects that we are developing from next academic course on, like European Language Portfolio (in enfant and junior versions) and E-twinning projects.
COMENIUS PROGRAMME
  In order to enhance the quality and the European dimension of teacher training, we want to develop a Comenius Programme based on the elaboration of a Musical Portfolio. We would like to establish a Common European Frame of Reference for music.
 During two years we will design materials, varying from handmade to digital formats and our pupils will fill out the Biography, Dossier and Passport. We want to keep a record in musical progress and show the student what he or she already knows and what they can do with music. 

  We also intend an approach to the musical culture for our students and getting them involved in the teaching-learning process creating some of the required materials.
